McGuire moved that the Committee make a revised objection to Fina l Proposal 2014-66 as requested, 
with the understanding that the words "temperate habits" in Ph 803.01(c)(2) and Ph 805 ,01(a)(I) in the 
Objection Response will be replaced with "good moral character" as in the Final Proposal.
