Background: 
 
SB 69 would clarify existing law to ensure that local non-profit groups can participate in community energy 
projects that sell excess power back into the New Hampshire electric grid. The Senate unanimously approved it 
on the Consent Calendar this morning. SB 69 now goes to the Senate Finance Committee. 
 
SB 113 amends the cost-benefit provisions by which the Public Utilities Commission reviews energy efficiency 
programs such as the NH Saves program. NH Saves helps low-income New Hampshire homeowners weatherize 
their homes, which helps lower utility bills and reduces demand on the grid on cold, winter days. The Senate 
unanimously approved it by voice vote this morning. SB 113 now heads to the House of Representatives.
