This has come at a great cost to the
economic wellbeing of dealers and the constitutional rights of firearm owners and purchasers.
Additionally, the gun line has, on multiple occasions, failed to timely deny ﬁrearm transfers to
prohibited individuals.

III. Sections 4-9 of this act allow the FBI to conduct all National Instant Criminal
Background Check System (NICS”) searches concerning the purchase, sale and transfer of firearms

through Federal Firearm Licensed Dealers operating in the state of New Hampshire. Sections 4-9 of
