Rep. Kidder seconded.
Adopted.

The Commiittee discussed Final Proposal 2013-85 from the Milk Sanitation Board (Milk Sanitation Rules).
Michael Holt and Chuck Metcalf of the Department of Health and Human Services testified for the Board.

Rep. Hatch arrived in the meeting during the discussion of this item, and was now an alternate for Rep.
Sad, who was absent.

Rep. Schmidt moved that the Committee approved Final Proposal 2013-85.
Rep. Hatch seconded.
Adopted.
